 GROVE OF THE RISING PHOENIX, ADF

Summer Solstice - 2005

PRE-RITUAL PREPARATION
Set out altar table, cast iron hibachi grill, and cast iron cauldron in front of triple tree.  Set the altar up, light some sage, have handy silver and ale for well, small bowl of cornmeal and oatmeal, and oil for fire offerings, water of life preparations nearby, as well as divination tools.  Have half a log ready in the grill and a lighter nearby, put a small bowl next to well, and put a small bowl of rocks, herbs, and flowers by the tree. Outside the circle, place a small cup of beer. Have sage ready for censing, and a small bowl of water from the well for aspersing.

Druid 1 makes announcements about open circle, etc., introduces our liturgy as an Irish liturgy, and teaches songs.  She also mentions that people will follow Seer into and out of the nemeton.

GROUNDING AND CENTERING
Seer leads people in taking a moment to center.  

PURIFICATION
Just before the procession, Warrior stands facing the People by the Outdwellers’ tree.

Druid 1 says: Warrior!  Make offering and appease the Outdwellers who will not support our ways.

Warrior looks out above the people, and says:
Mighty spirits, dark or light,

You who care not for our way,

Outdwellers!  We know your might,

Your forbearance we’ll repay!

Holy ground where you can play

We do now establish here.

Have some fun and don’t dismay,

Stick around and have a beer!

Warrior offers ale to the Outdwellers, pouring it on the ground.
Druid 1 picks up sage, and Druid 2 picks up bowl of water. 

Druid 1 says:

Children of the Earth!  Come forward and be purified to enter the Sacred Precinct.

Druid 1 censes while Druid 2 asperses the People as they process to the circle with Seer leading and Warrior following at the end, then Druid 1 and Druid 2 smudge and asperse each other and follow behind.  

PROCESSION
Seer leads people to the circle, singing:
We Approach The Sacred Grove
We approach the Sacred Grove

With hearts and minds and flesh and bone.

Join us now in ways of old;

We have come home.

(Repeat until Procession is ended)

The People find their places in the Circle. Druid 1 and Druid 2 are the last to enter. Seer stands near the well. Warrior stands near the fire. Druid 1 and Druid 2 circle the Henge deosil, censing and aspersing the space, then move to their places by the altar, Druid 1 to the west, and Druid 2 to the east. 

WELCOME

Druid 1 rings the bell 3 X 3, and says:

Nature Spirits! Ancestors! Shining Ones! Welcome! We shall meet here at the Sacred Center when we open the gates to the Otherworlds.

THE EARTH MOTHER

Druid 1 says: Earth Mother!  Bearer of all life!  We show you honor!

The People kiss their hand and touch the ground.

Druid 2 says: Earth Mother!  We build our fire on Your bosom, claiming this place as our own.  Bíodh sé amhlaidh! (bee shay ow lee) So be it!

Druid 2 offers the corn meal and dry oatmeal to the unlit Fire.

Warrior lights the fire, as people join Druid 1 in singing:
Earth Mother
Earth Mother, we honor your body

Earth Mother, we honor your bones

Earth Mother, we sing to your spirit

Earth Mother, we sing to your stones

(repeat as necessary)

DECLARATION OF PURPOSE
Druid 1 says: All flows in cycles.  The end is just a reawakening of the beginning.  Life is reincarnated.  Energy is never destroyed – it simply changes form, and nothing ever remains without change in the tides of Earth, Sea, and Sky.   Know and remember that whatsoever rises must also set, and whatsoever sets must also rise. 

Warrior says:  As the phoenix rises again out of the ashes, so does the sun’s light die, only to be reborn again. At this time of the Summer Solstice, may we remember and embrace these cycles in our own lives, letting this moment die, only to be born anew into the next. 

Seer says:  As the ancients did before us, so we do now, and so our descendants may do in the future. We are come into the Grove to worship as they did, to offer to the Ancestors; to offer to the King and Queen of the Sidhe clans and all the Nature Spirits; and to offer to the beloved Shining Ones. 
Druid 2 says: We gather here on the longest day, when the light is at its height, the time of the Summer Solstice.  And even as we celebrate this time of light resplendent, so, too, do we remember that the wheel of the year now begins to bring us longer nights as we begin to cycle towards the dark time of winter.  
Druid 3 says: Today we honor Dagda, the ancient Father who brings order, who bore the Tuatha De Danann, and who bears the Cauldron of Bounty, giving according to one’s measure. Today we honor Boinn, white cow Mother, the strong flowing mother of rivers and gods.  
Druid 5 says: So let us join together as one folk to make our offerings in joy and reverence:  Bíodh sé amhlaidh! (bee shay ow lee) So be it!

The People say:  Bíodh sé amhlaidh! (bee shay ow lee) So be it!

IMBAS

Druid 1 says: We now ask for inspiration for our Rite.

Druid 3 invokes the Imbas by reciting:

The Song of Amergain 
(modified by M. Clark)

You are the wind blowing over the sea
You are the flood flowing over the plain
You are the roar of the surf

You are the stag of seven tines
You are a dewdrop falling in sunlight
You are the fierceness of the wild boar

You are a hawk who nests in the cliff
You are the pinnacle of magickal skill
You are the most beautiful of all flowers

You are the salmon of wisdom
You enflame the mind with inspiration
You are the dark secret
of the portal not yet formed

You are the queen of every hive
You are the fire on every hill
You are the shield over every head
You are the battle waging spear

You are the ninth wave of eternal return
And you are the grave of every vain hope.

It is you who traces the path of the sun
and drums the rhythm of the moon.
It is you who gathers all that is divided,
and sings the surge of the sea,

It is you who sets in order the mountains,
The rivers,
And the peoples.

We seek to walk your path.
We ask you guide our steps.

Warrior offers oil to the fire, saying: Bíodh sé amhlaidh!  So be it.

The People say:  Bíodh sé amhlaidh! (bee shay ow-lee) So be it!

THE THREE WORLDS & ATTUNEMENT
Druid 1 says: We establish the Three Worlds of the Heavens, Midworld, and Underworld, when we attune ourselves with their powers, and magnify them within us.  The Seer will now lead us in the attunement.

Druid 4 leads the Two Powers Meditation to attune the company to the Earth and Sky powers and to join the company in spirit.

THE THREE REALMS
Druid 1 says:  Let us establish the Three Realms here!  

Druid 5 says: Land and Sea and starry Sky, you surround and sanctify.

Druid 2 says: Feel the Land beneath our feet, where Earth and our bodies meet. Let the Land hold firm, we pray. May all ill be turned away!

People repeat: 
May all ill be turned away!
Seer says:  Hear the inner Ocean’s roar, As it pounds our sacred shore.

Let the Sea not rise, we pray. May all ill be turned away!

People repeat: May all ill be turned away!

Warrior says: See the wide and starry Sky, all around us, far and high.

Let the Sky not fall, we pray, May all ill be turned away!

People repeat: May all ill be turned away!

Druid 5 says: Land and Sea and starry Sky, you surround and sanctify.

People repeat: Land and Sea and starry Sky, you surround and sanctify.

ESTABLISHING THE SACRED CENTER
Druid 1 says: Let us now establish the Sacred Center. 

Druid 2 says: Here at the center of our nemeton are combined the powers of the Three: The Well of Chaos, of Beginning and Ending; The Fire of inspiration, of Knowledge, of Order; And the Earth Tree, connecting above and below.

Druid 1 leads people in singing: 

The Portal Song

Chorus:
By Fire and by Water, between the Earth and Sky,

We stand like the World Tree, rooted deep, crowned high.

At this verse, Seer throws silver in the well. 
Come we now to the Well, 
the eye and the mouth of Earth.

Come we now to the Well, and silver we bring.

Come we now to the Well, the waters of rebirth.

Come we now to the Well, together we sing.

Repeat chorus

At this verse, Warrior throws oil in the fire. 
We will kindle a Fire, 
bless all and with harm to none.

We will kindle a Fire, and offerings pour.

We will kindle a Fire, 
a light ‘neath the Moon and Sun.

We will kindle a Fire, our spirits will soar!

Repeat chorus

At this verse, Druid 2 smudges and asperses the tree.
Gather we at the Tree, 
the root and the crown of all.

Gather we at the Tree, below and above.

Gather we at the Tree, together we make our call.

Gather we at the Tree, in wisdom and love.

Repeat chorus

When the verse ends, Druid 1 chants:  

Well and Fire and Sacred Tree, flow and flame and grow in me!

People join in the chant, until it is recited 3 times; then Warrior makes an offering of oil to the fire, saying loudly:

Gatekeeper! We ask in reverence, 

Open now the sacred boundary.
Mánannan mac Lir, come to us, 

Ward us as we walk in safety.


Bíodh sé amhlaidh!

Druid 1 says: Tonight we install the sigil which will, from this day forth, hold the gates to the otherworlds ajar for us and mark this space as sacred.  I invoke the gatekeeper.
Druid 1 invokes:

Invocation of Manannan 

(By Todd Covert -  May 2004)

Lord of Waves and Ways,
As we offer here the fruit of Avalon,
Come with speed into this place


(three apples are offered to the Fire)

Lord of Wisdom, Trickster King,
As we offer mead, sweet mead,
Which is both fire and water,
Bend your shape to take the seat.


(mead is poured into the Well)

A Mhanannain, O Son of Sea!
We stand here now as at the roaring waves
And call to you with gift familiar.
Come with Crane Bag, Cross the mists,
And flood this shrine with magic and your warding ways!
A Mhanannain Mhic Lir!  Accept our offering!

(A full bottle of ale is poured at the base of the Tree)

Druid1 says: As the phoenix rises out of the ashes, so do we make this ground new and sacred, honoring the ways of the ancient ones in our worship of the kindred, under the guidance and auspices of Ar nDraiocht Fein.  Bíodh sé amhlaidh! So be it!
People say:  Bíodh sé amhlaidh!

As Druid 2 hammers the stake into the center of the circle, Druid 1 leads people in singing: 
Manannan, open the portals

Between the gods and mortals

Power freely flows

As our magic grows

This is sung several times, while the stake is being hammered and the energy is raised. Then Druid 1 circles around counter-clockwise encouraging people to chant: Open the Gates, Open the Gates, Open the Gates
As the energy builds, Druid 2 raises his arms declaring: Osclaítear na geataí! (OS-kluh-tir Na GA-thee)  Let the Gates be open! 

The People repeat:  Let the Gates be open! 

All:  Bíodh sé amhlaidh!

KINDRED OFFERINGS
Druid 1 says:  We shall now honor the Kindreds – the Noble Ones, the Ancient Ones, and the Shining Ones, that they may honor us in turn.

NATURE SPIRITS

Druid 3 says:

Spirits of the Land! 

Kindreds of fur, fin, and feather,
Of bark, leaf and blossom, 

of rock, soil, or crystal.
Fair folk, green kin, and totem beasts!
We honor you here. 

You of the Earth, come to our hearthside 

and join us in our rite

Druid 2 makes offerings of herbs, flowers and/or trinkets scattered around the trunk of the World Tree, then says:  Land-spirits, accept our offering!
The People repeat:  Land-spirits, accept our offering!

ANCESTORS

Druid 4 says:

Ancestors, Mighty Ones, 

Kin of Heart, Kin of Blood,

You who carry the Honor of the People

To the Otherworlds,

We honor you here.

Ancestors, come to our hearthside

And Guide us in our rite.

Ancestors, Accept our offering!

Seer makes an offering of ale into the Sacred Well, then says: Ancestors, accept our offering.

The People repeat:  Ancestors, accept our offering!
DEITIES

Druid 5 says:

Shining Ones! Highest and mightiest,
First among the Kindreds, worthiest of honor,
Ancient of the Tuatha De Danann, 

We would offer to you in this place.
Deities of this place, known to us or unknown,
Gods and Goddesses of all those here, 

Patrons and Matrons,
We would offer you like honor.
Join us at our fire, O Great Beings. 

Warrior makes an offering of oil to the fire, then says: Shining Ones, accept our offering!

The People repeat:  Shining Ones, accept our offering!
Druid 1 leads people in singing:

Hail All The Gods
Hail all the Gods, Hail all the Goddesses,

Hail all the holy ones we’ve brought together!

Powers of the sky, Powers of the sacred earth,

Powers of the underworld we’ve brought together.

Hail all the Gods!  Hail all the Goddesses!

Hail all the Gods and Goddesses!

(repeat)

KEY OFFERINGS

Invocation of Dagda
Druid 2 says:  Dagda is known as the Father of the Tuatha De Danann, he who gave birth to Angus Mac Og with Boinn, and also the father of Cearmaid.  When Cearmaid was slain by Lugh, Dagda set out, with his dead son on his back, to find a cure. He encountered three men with a magical club, one end of which he used to kill the men, and the other end to bring his son back to life.  From then on, he carried this mighty club with him.  Dagda also possessed a magic cauldron, from which no company ever went away unsatisfied.  Dagda easily represents the fullness, the abundance, and the fecundity of summer.

Warrior says:  Let us give honor to Dagda, the father god of the Tuatha de Danann.  In this season of abundance, we do honor to your prowess.  

Warrior offers whiskey to the fire, as Druid 1 invokes Dagda:

We call to you, Dagda, 

father of Tribes, protector and provider. 

Come to us now with your great club 

that takes life with one end and bestows life with the other. 

Come to us with your great cauldron of bounty and rebirth. 

Come to us now with your wisdom and knowledge 

to help and bless us in our workings.

Invocation of Boinn
Druid 3 says:  Boinn is the goddess of the river Boyne, an ancient river in Ireland, whose name is derived from the word, Buvinda, which means Illuminated Cow.  Legend has it that the river Boyne had a Sidhe well as its source. Boinn, when she went to examine the well, caused the waters to flow and chase her all the way to the ocean.  It is said that anyone who drinks water from the river Boyne in June will become a seer-poet, thus Boinn is also known as the wisdom-giving white cow.  From her mating with Dagda, she is the mother of Angus Mac Og, the eternal youth. 

Seer says:  Let us give honor to Boinn, river goddess and white cow of the seer-poet.  In this season of the sun, we welcome your waters and your wisdom.  

Seer offers silver to the well, as Druid 1 invokes Boinn by chanting:

I invoke you, white cow. 

You are the mother, 

the beginning of the River Boyne,

that river that flows across the land.

Let that water, that river,

cascade, descend, and move down upon us,

upon our bodies, within our minds, and upon our land. 

You who stepped across the boundaries

and who looked into the well at Sidhe Nectán. 

You who called forth that river,

who let it follow you and to run its course, 

You who gave yourself to that river, 

Come to us now, and bless our workings.

PRAISE OFFERINGS

Druid 1 says:

It is now time for us to make offerings of praise to the Kindreds, to the Dagda or Boinn or your own Patrons.  You may offer silver to the Well, oil, herbs, or anything that burns to the Fire, sing songs of praise, recite poetry, dance, or do whatever you feel would please the Kindreds most. You may also choose to make a donation to the Grove by placing it on the altar. Children of the Earth, as the spirit moves you, come forward and hold the wreath and make your Praise Offerings.

Druid 2 stands quietly holding the wreath.  As a person comes forward to make a Praise Offering, she hands the wreath to that person.  When the Praise Offering is done, she takes back the wreath and silently holds it until the next person comes forward.  

THE OMEN
Druid 2 makes sure that there are no other offerings to be made, and then offers the wreath to the fire, and any other offerings to the fire or World Tree Offering Bowl, while:

Druid 1 says: While our offerings burn, meditate on your own needs, those of loved ones, and those of the community.  

During the meditation, while the wreath offering burns, Seer prepares to read the omen.  Seer takes the Omen by having various folks draw the Nature Spirits card, the Ancestors card, and the Shining Ones’ card.  

Druid 1 says: Seer, what are the blessings that the Kindred now offer to us?

Seer interprets the blessing out loud for the people gathered, while Druid 2 prepares for the Waters of Life. 

BLESSINGS
The Return Flow
Druid 1 says: In our custom, a gift calls for a gift. Having offered to the Powers, we seek their blessings in return.
Druid 1 stands in front of the Altar, elevates the Sacred Waters, and says: O Nature Spirits, Ancestors, Noble, Ancient and Shining Ones!  We have offered to you, so we ask for your gifts in return.  Hallow these waters!  Bless our lives with love, magic and bounty as we drink of your essence.  Kindreds, we ask you, give us the waters of life!

People:

Give us the waters of life!
Druid 1 pours holy water into the cider and a few drops on the bread, and hands them to Druid 3 and Druid 5 who start passing them around the circle.

The bread and cider are passed, while Druid 1 leads people in singing:

Pour The Waters

Pour the waters, raise the cup;

Drink your share of wisdom deep;

Strength and love now fill us up

As the elder ways we keep.

(Repeat until all have had some bread and cider)

THE AFFIRMATION

Druid 2 says: We have drunk of the Waters of Life!  The Powers have given us true and wondrous blessings.  We affirm the gifts of the Kindreds and acknowledge their power in our lives.

Druid 1 says: Children of the Earth, do you accept the gifts of the Gods?

The People say: We accept the gifts of the Gods!
THE WORKING

Druid 2 says:  Now as we stand filled with the power of Dagda and Boinn, let us celebrate our bounty.

One custom at the Summer Solstice is the practice of tossing wishes and offerings into wells.  For a wish or offering of thanks, take one of these special stones in your hands as you focus and meditate on your desire.  Pour the desire or gratitude into the stone and when you have filled it, toss it with power and intention into the well or the fire.

Seer and Druid 5 pass around the basket of stones.  When everyone has one, Druid 1 is the first to drop hers in the well, and others follow suit.

Druid 1 says:  The Summer Solstice is the time of marriage, which is one of the reasons that the month of June has become the traditional month of marriage and union.  We celebrate the union of Dagda and Boinn with fire and water.  I have created a SunWheel out of dried herbs.  This we will burn and drop into the well, to signify their union.

The SunWheel is ignited, and then dropped, while burning, into the well. 

CLOSING THE GATES

Druid 1 says: The Mighty Ones have blessed us!  So as we prepare to depart, let us give thanks to those who have aided us.

Druid 2 says: O Mighty Aengus Og, O Beautiful Aine, we thank You!
People say in unison:  We thank You!

Seer says: Gods and Goddesses of elder days; mighty Ancestors; noble Spirits of the Land; our Kindreds, We thank you!

People say in unison:  We thank You!
Warrior says: Manannan, warder of the ways, for your presence and power, for your guiding and guarding, we thank you!

People say in unison:  We thank You!
Druid 3 says:  Earth Mother!  For holding up the world and granting us Your blessings, We thank You!

People say in unison:  We thank You!
Druid 1 says: Now we end what we began.  

Druid 1 circles the nemeton clockwise, encouraging people to chant:  Close the Gates!  Close the Gates! Close the Gates!

Warrior says: Let the fire be flame!  

Seer says: Let the well be water!  

Druid 3 says: Let all be as it was before!

Druid 1 & 2 shout: Duntar na Geatai anois! (DOON-tuhr nah GATT-eee uhnish) Let the Gates be closed!   And all chanting stops.

CONTINUITY AND GROUNDING
Druid 1 says: Once again, we have continued in our traditions, honoring the Shining Ones, the Ancestors, and the Nature Spirits, just as in times of old.  We have made our offerings to the Powers and received their blessings in return.

Druid 2 says: Great energy has been raised within us this day!  Let’s be grounded once more.

The Seer leads the People in grounding.

THE RECESSION
Druid 1 rings bell 3X3

Druid 2 says:  Walk with wisdom, children of the Earth. The Rite is ended! Bíodh sé amhlaidh! So be it!

The People say:  Bíodh sé amhlaidh! So be it!

Druid 1 leads people in singing:

Walk With Wisdom
Walk with wisdom, 

from this hallowed place;

Walk not in sorrow,

Our roots shall ‘ere embrace.

May strength be your brother

And honor be your kin;

And luck be your lover

Until we meet again!

At this time, people exit the grove, and socializing ensues.
